VILLAGE OF COXSACKIE
BOARD MINUTES
May 14, 2018


Mayor Mark Evans called the Board Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Trustee Stephen Hanse, Trustee Donald Daoust, Trustee Joseph Ellis and Trustee Dianne Ringwald. 

A motion to approve the minutes from the April 2, 2018 Organizational Meeting and dispense with reading of the same was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Daoust. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve the minutes from the April 5, 2018 Budget Work Session and dispense with reading of the same was made by Trustee Ellis and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. Trustee Hanse abstained.  The motion carried.

A motion to approve the minutes from the April 9, 2018 Board Meeting and dispense with reading of the same was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Daoust. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes.  The motion carried.

A motion to approve the minutes from the April 12, 2018 Proposed Tentative Budget Public Hearing and dispense with reading of the same was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. Trustee Daoust abstained. The motion carried.

Correspondence Received

A letter was received from the Coxsackie-Athens Ecumenical Council requesting permission to hold the Crop Hunger Walk on May 20th from 2 p.m.-5 p.m. and requesting assistance of the Police Department.

A memo was received from the County Administrator Shaun Groden regarding shared services meetings scheduled for May 24th, June 28th & July 12th at Cairo for the county compliance with promoting shared services initiatives.

A memo was received from the Town of Coxsackie on April 25th, 2018 for a Public Hearing on May 8th, 2018 for Proposed Local Law #1-2018 regarding special use in any zone.

A letter was received from UMH Properties requesting that the Village Board act on UMH’s pending application and also that the Village place them on the agenda for the May Board Meeting.

A letter was received from the Albany-Kingston Area, New York Ministerial Alliance regarding their upcoming 22nd Session of the Western New York Annual Conference of African Methodist Episcopal Church in Albany, May 15th-19th.

A memo was received from the Labor Counsel laying out new anti-sexual harassment policies and training requirements.

A memo was received from NYCOM on setting up Charitable Gifts Reserve Fund and Property Tax Credit.

A letter was received from Greene County Veterans Service Agency advising that former Coxsackie resident Alfred Daoust will be an honored veteran at a ceremony on May 19th at 10:00 a.m. at the County Courthouse steps. 

A letter was received from Mactec Construction regarding the restoration work to be completed from last fall at the old American Valve site with the fence re-installed and soil and grading done. 

Correspondence Sent

A letter was sent to Matt Currey at the NYS Department of Health providing our annual certification that the annual Drinking Water Quality Report for 2017 has been sent to all water users.

Liaisons & Board Reports

Trustee Ringwald reported that the Public Works Department has been busy with cleaning up after the long winter. Spring projects have begun, and mowing has started. The men did blacktopping over where there were water breaks on the corner of Apple Blossom and Mansion Street, 214 Mansion Street in front of Bambina’s Pizza, and the corner of Washington Avenue and Church Street. They also patched pot holes at 66 and 372 Van Dyck Street and put up 11 owl stands. The owls will be more centrally located along Mansion Street this year. The men moved wooden bleachers from Foster Field to McQuade Field, and finished installing cables and rehung the net on the batting cages. They framed and trimmed out the dug out and installed a new metal roof. The men took construction debris from the dugout project to the transfer station, and put the docks back in the river and cleaned up Riverside Park. The DPW Superintendent, Bob Deluca, auctioned off their old equipment. Trustee Ringwald reported that the Village received $8,400.00 from Auctions International for a Sullivan air compressor, snow blower, broom, 4-in-1 bucket, and Sandstorm sandblaster. 

Trustee Daoust reported that the Water Department performed their annual fire hydrant flushing throughout the Village and Town from 4/16-4/26, and all preventative maintenance is complete and up to date for both the Water Plant and Wastewater Plant. Trustee Daoust reported that the Chief Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator, Louis Betke, is retiring and this is his last week. 

Trustee Ellis reported that the Fire Department had 7 calls between 5/2 and 5/9, and the Fire Chief is installing a gas meter for the command vehicle. E-52 is ready to be replaced and the Village will proceed with the bid process for a new truck. The command vehicle mileage was reported to the Board for the month of April. Trustee Ellis stated that there is only 1 hydrant currently out of service, and the Fire Chief along with the Board members are setting a date to discuss a new insurance requirement that affects Fire Department personnel. 

Trustee Ringwald reported that the Police Department had a safety meeting with the school regarding training, and School Superintendent Mr. Squier, agreed to allow our Officers to utilize the building for training purposes this summer. The Police Chief has met with Pete Kaminsky and all of the Chiefs of Greene County at the Emergency Operations Center in Cairo regarding Greene County Active Shooter Response. They have met twice so far, and the focus is regarding schools but not limited exclusively to schools in our jurisdictions. Drug Take Back Day was a success and with the help of their traffic control sign the Police Department was able to announce the date and time which further increased the response. They ended up taking in 62 pounds of drugs. Operation Safe Stop was conducted by Sgt. Arp and all went well with no citations issued. Trustee Ringwald reported that the Police Department will be purchasing a server from Nordutch Technologies, which is listed on the agenda tonight. 

Trustee Hanse reported that the Code Enforcement Officer has been issuing building permits.
Trustee Hanse reported that the Planning Board has been working with the Village Attorney on proceeding with the re-adoption of Chapter 132 regarding Subdivisions, with new language the attorney had previously suggested to accommodate future NYS SEQR amendments still not finalized by the State. Jarrett Lane presented his sketch plans for a fenced in outdoor seating and barbeque area behind the Cask & Rasher restaurant, located between the rear of the main building and the rear parking lot. After discussion of the sketch plan, the Planning Board decided that no further Planning Board review was required if Jarrett obtained the proper building permits and adhered to the code requirements for Community Commercial district. The Planning Board previously agreed on drafting a consolidated application form for site plan, subdivision and special use permit applications. Work on this will continue as time permits. Trustee Hanse reported that Pat Maxwell drafted a letter announcing the Adopt a Grave Fundraiser program and soliciting donations. The letter will have a tear off section to be returned with the donation with contact information for the Historic District Commission should the donor want additional information. The Historic Commission approved a goal of $ 50,000.00 for funds to be raised over a two-year period. There will be a separate account set up for donations to the cemetery fund. 

Mayor Evans reported that the Sewer Upgrade project will hopefully be breaking ground toward the end of the summer. There will be digging along South River Street and Reed Street in order to lay new pipes. The project has been submitted to NYS DEC for approval. The Washington Avenue Sidewalk project is going well and should be completed soon. Mayor Evans reported that the Board has passed the 2018-2019 budget and there is a .4% tax decrease from last year.

A motion to approve the request received from Jared King of 156 South River Street to waive the late fees from his water and sewer account in the amount of $ 43.73 due to the fact that he has a good payment history was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Daoust. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve the request received from the Coxsackie-Athens Ecumenical Council to hold the Crop Hunger Walk on May 20th from 2 p.m.-5 p.m. with the assistance of the Police Department was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Daoust. Public Comment Period

Kim Rose, of the group Saving Greene: Citizens for Sensible Solar, submitted a petition to stop the Greene County Solar Facility to the Village Board. She stated that Hecate Energy, the company who is proposing the solar facility, asked to have a meeting at the Heermance Library to share information with residents who are on the fence with the project. They stated that they are still moving forward with the Article 10 process and the energy will be sold primarily to Connecticut, Massachusetts and New Hampshire. 

Trustee Hanse asked if Kim Rose’s group has met with any State Representatives. 

Kim Rose stated that Chris Tague would like to meet with them. 

Trustee Hanse asked if they have reached out to Senator Amedore. 

Kim Rose stated that they have not reached out to Senator Amedore yet. 

Mayor Evans stated that he knows that Senator Amedore is already aware of the situation, and that he hopes that residents understand that just because the Village allowed Hecate Energy to use the Village Building for one of their meetings, the Village is not showing support of this project. 

Jeff Haas asked if there is enough property located behind the recently purchased Village Building on South River Street for a potential dog park.
