VILLAGE OF COXSACKIE
BOARD MINUTES
July 9, 2018


Mayor Mark Evans called the Board Meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.  Present were Trustee Stephen Hanse, Trustee Donald Daoust, Trustee Joseph Ellis and Trustee Dianne Ringwald. 

A motion to approve the minutes from the June 11, 2018 Board Meeting and dispense with reading of the same was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes.  The motion carried.

A motion to approve the minutes from the June 14, 2018 Water and Sewer Review Meeting and dispense with reading of the same was made by Trustee Ellis and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. Trustee Hanse abstained. The motion carried.

Correspondence Received

A letter was received from the DEC granting the Village’s request for relief from the sewer moratorium for the new Town Highway/Hall.

A letter was received from the DEC on violation of effluent at the Water Treatment Plant.

A letter was received from the Senior Citizens Club thanking the Village for funding to their group.

[bookmark: _GoBack]A letter was received from the Insurance Services Office (ISO) about conducting a review of the Village’s fire protection.

A letter was received from the Women’s Expo ’18 in Windham explaining the event and seeking sponsorship.

Liaisons & Board Reports

Trustee Ringwald reported that the Public Works Department has been busy with water breaks and other water-related issues. The men trucked dirt from Cato Street to the Fish and Game Club in Earlton, and the Superintendent measured roads, wrote bid specs and put paving out for bid. This year the roads we are paving are Freleigh Place, Hillcrest Street, Elm Street and Matthew Lane. Paving bids were due on July 5th and will be awarded later tonight. She said that the viaduct and Route 385 was shut down for 2 hours because an excavator on a low-boy hit the train bridge. Every Wednesday the men put out garbage cans and liners for the Farmers’ Market. She said that the Superintendent scheduled Pest Master Services to spray behind 14 South River Street, the gazebo, and McQuade Park for poison ivy. The men repaired wooden benches in McQuade Park with new boards and painted them, and they put together 3 new picnic tables for McQuade Park. They purchased spare tires and rims for the backhoe and trucks #4 and #8, and cleaned and washed off the air conditioning units behind the Police Station which were plugged with white pollen. The men helped unload food at the food pantry, and put new storage cages in the attic at the Village Building. Trustee Ringwald reported that they repaired 5 water breaks this month with only one being in the Village, the rest being in the Town, and they ground down 2 tree stumps and raked it out. They still have five more to do. 

Trustee Daoust reported that the Wastewater Treatment Plant has completed all preventative maintenance and is operating at a 94% removal. Trustee Daoust reported that the Water Department had 5 water breaks this month. They have completed all preventative maintenance, and there are no fire hydrants out of service at this time.  

Trustee Ellis reported that the Fire Department custom pumper truck bids were due by 4 p.m. today and were opened this evening. The Fire Chief will look them over before the bid is awarded at a future date. He said that D.M. Hamilton will be getting a new heating system installed and a new roof this year.  

Trustee Ringwald reported that the Police Department new hire of Officer Maisenbacher has had orientation as of June 20th and is on the schedule on an intermittent basis as his schedule allows. He is already familiar with TRACS software and the Police Department’s SJS Blotter software which is of great benefit. On June 27th the Police Department had the NYS TRACS support, Debbie Rodriguez, down at the P.D. They installed the newest upgrade which will enhance their ability to process reports and transmit data. The new server greatly facilitated this process and was able to accept the upgrade. Officer Williams will be scheduling firearms training for the SRO Officers. They are also planning a departmental firearms qualification soon after as scheduling allows. Trustee Ringwald reported that the Police Department has started the night patrols as of June 29th and they are expected to run until the end of August.  

Trustee Hanse reported that Robert VanValkenburg Jr. is still acting temporary Planning Board Chairperson. Trustee Hanse reported that the Code Enforcement Officer has been busy issuing building permits during the nice weather.

Mayor Evans reported that the Village has come up with a final playground design. There were 2 design meetings held in June and July and unfortunately nobody from the public attended. The 2nd graders wrote up what they’d like to see, and those suggestions were taken into consideration. The playground will be built by the same company that designed the playground at Riverside Park. It will be 95% handicap accessible, with a rocker feature for autistic needs children. There are more slides, a tower and a zip line, which is safe since children will only be about 14” off the ground, and about 100 feet long. The perimeter fence will be taken down, and the playground will be ADA compliant. The Village is looking to possibly install large boulders instead of putting up a new fence. The playground was approved at the past Workshop Meeting and will be delivered sometime in August and installed sometime in September. Both the dedicated bricks as well as the sign will be staying. 

Trustee Ringwald thanked Kim Bender for a great job with the Farmers’ Market 4th of July celebration.

A motion to approve the bids for paving for Freleigh Place, Hillcrest Street, Elm Street & Matthew Lane received by New Castle Paving, LLC in the amount of $ 88,810.00 was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve the request received from Jeff Haas to hold the annual Blessing of the Animals on Saturday September 15th at Riverside Park from 10:00 a.m.-1:00 p.m. was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Ellis. A motion to approve the request received from the Coxsackie Yacht Club for a variance on the noise ordinance for their annual fundraiser to allow a band to play until midnight on Saturday July 21, 2018 was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Ellis. A motion to approve the proposal received from ELAN Planning, Landscape Architecture, & Engineering in the amount of $ 3,800.00 to prepare an application in the 2018 NYS Consolidated Funding Application (CFA) round for water front planning purposes was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve the request received from Oddvar Properties, LLC of 95 South River Street to remove penalties in the amount of $ 2,387.99 from their water/sewer account and to agree to a payment plan of 1 year to pay off their remaining balance of $ 5,267.83 due to the fact that their account has been under investigation for some time was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

Public Comment Period

Kim Bender stated that there is also poison ivy around the basketball court at Riverside Park.

Jeff Haas asked if the rubber chips at the playground will be staying. 

Mayor Evans stated that the Village will be keeping the rubber chips. 

Jeff Haas asked what will be done with the old wooden playground. 

Mayor Evans stated that the Fire Department will use it for cutting drills. 

Kim Bender asked why the playground is being torn down. 

Mayor Evans stated that the playground has been victim to vandalism, wood splintering and bees boring into the wood over the years. The old company that installed it gave a quote of around $100,000.00 just to rehab what is currently there, and that does not include the wooden posts and labor. For the same price or slightly more, the Village can get a new, ADA compliant, and longer lasting playground. 

Kim Bender asked if there will be anything for very little kids.

Mayor Evans stated that aside from the pogo steps, the rest of the playground is good for little kids. 

Jeff Haas asked if the Village knew the value of the American Valve property.

Mayor Evans stated that the Village is not yet aware of the value of the American Valve property.

No further public comments were offered.

A motion to adjourn the Board meeting was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.
