VILLAGE OF COXSACKIE
BOARD MINUTES
March 11, 2019


Mayor Mark Evans called the Board Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Trustee Stephen Hanse, Trustee Joseph Ellis and Trustee Dianne Ringwald. Trustee Donald Daoust was absent.  

A motion to approve the minutes from the February 11, 2019 Board Meeting was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes.  The motion carried.

Correspondence Received

A letter was received from the NYS Department of Health advising that they are requiring a draft of the Annual Water Quality Report (AWQR) that is sent to all water users prior to it being sent out. 
A letter was received from Trident Insurance regarding the fuel spill on Thanksgiving Day advising that the adjuster is seeking more information on the clean-up and repairs from the companies that performed the work.
A letter was received from the Department of Environmental Conservation granting relief from the sewer moratorium for a new home being constructed by Wayne Parks on Lawrence Avenue.
A letter was received from Charles Izzo, of Sunset Vista Mobile Village, alleging several things, least of which that the Village owes him money. 
Correspondence Sent
Letters were sent to Assemblyman Tague and Senator Amedore asking for them to fight for the restoration of the AIM funding for the Village which stands to lose $ 29,000.00.
A letter was sent from Delaware Engineering on behalf of the Village of Coxsackie to the NYS DEC requesting relief from the sewer moratorium for a new home being constructed by Wayne Parks on Lawrence Avenue. 

Liaisons & Board Reports
Trustee Ringwald reported that February was a typical winter month. This month, we had eight snow related events. The Public Works equipment has held up well and we are almost done for this winter. Everyone is looking forward to spring and warmer weather. The men at the Department of Public Works patched potholes around the Village and cleaned up a tree limb on Spencer Boulevard that took down power lines. They picked up storm damage caused by very high winds, which resulted in lots of tree limbs down. Trustee Ringwald reported that the men had workplace violence and sexual harassment training on Thursday, February 14th.

Mayor Evans reported that the installation of the filtration system for the lamella system at the Water Plant has been completed. This system is designed to make the Water Plant compliant with NYS regarding discharging into the creek. Mayor Evans reported that the Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade Project bid due date has been postponed until March 25th. A pre-bid conference was held a week and a half ago, and competitive bids are anticipated. 

Trustee Ellis reported that there is a Public Hearing on the proposed Local Law regarding Knox Box installations and procedures for the Fire Department scheduled for April 8th at 6:30 p.m. He said that the Fire Department is still looking to build offices and storage with a training bail out window in the garage side of D.M. Hamilton Firehouse. He said that the Fire Chief has ordered four sets of turn out gear. Trustee Ellis reported that the Fire Chief vehicle’s mileage is 89,649. 

Trustee Ringwald reported that the Police Chief has secured a better price for the Live Scan scanner for the Police Department. He is awaiting confirmation to begin the installation. On March 9th from 8:00 a.m. and ending at 6:30 p.m. the Odyssey of the Mind was held at the Coxsackie-Athens high school. The Police Department delegated two Officers that provided coverage exclusively for this event. Trustee Ringwald said that she heard there were almost 1,300 students that attended. She said that the dates of the Trooper David Brinkerhoff Races are April 6th and April 13th, and that the event has grown in number of participants and popularity. The Police Department is working with other agencies in preparation for the event. On June 15, 2019 the Greene YMCA will once again be sponsoring the 5K Run/Walk in the Village of Coxsackie. This is one of the many events which draw a large group of participants to the Village, and as we have done in the past, the Police Department will be providing coverage for the event. Trustee Ringwald reported that Officer Bill Mirando has completed the second portion of the missing persons training. This training is to show the Department how to deal with missing individuals in a more effective manner. 

Trustee Hanse reported that the Planning Board approved Aaron Flach’s proposal to rehab the Dolan Block on South River Street. Trustee Hanse reported that the Code Enforcement Office has been quiet with nothing of significance to report. 

Motions & Resolutions

A motion to approve the request received from Genevieve Hollowell of 181 Mansion Street, asking to have penalties in the amount of $ 40.05 removed from her water/sewer account, due to her check not arriving on time and her having an excellent payment history was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to deny the request received from Matthew Braden of 2 Molly White Drive, asking to have penalties in the amount of $ 164.25 removed from his water/sewer account, due to him claiming he did not receive the bill and he has a poor payment history was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve scheduling a Public Hearing for Local Law # 3 of 2019-Amending the Village of Coxsackie Code Chapter 67 to Require Installation of a Knox Box on Buildings Located Within the Village, for April 8, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve scheduling a Public Hearing for Local Law # 4 of 2019-Amending Section 119-19 of the Village of Coxsackie Code to Allow the Village Board to Set Permit and Inspection Fees for New Sewer Connections by Resolution, for April 8, 2019 at 6:45 p.m. was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve the Intermunicipal Water & Sewer Agreement with the Greene County Jail, contingent upon no changes from the Greene County attorney was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve the letter verifying counsel on the Water Tank Project as Whiteman, Osterman & Hanna was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve the bond counsel engagement letter for the Water Tank Project as Whiteman, Osterman & Hanna was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A roll call vote was taken on Resolution No. 62019-Resolution of the Village of Coxsackie-Fire Hydrant Consistency for All Protection Areas. Mayor Evans voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. Trustee Daoust was absent. The Resolution passed. 

A roll call vote was taken on Resolution No. 72019-Bond Resolution Authorization for Issuance of up to $ 494,449 in Serial Bonds for Fire-Fighting Vehicle. Mayor Evans voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. Trustee Daoust was absent. The Resolution passed. 

A motion to approve the following appropriation changes was made by Trustee Ellis and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Trustee Hanes voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 
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A motion to approve water/sewer adjustments from February 1-28, 2019 was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve the bills on General Fund Abstract #10, vouchers 791-847 totaling $60,002.33; Water Fund Abstract #10, vouchers 283-308 totaling $ 31,304.20; Sewer Fund Abstract #10, vouchers 273-299 totaling $ 36,653.66 was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

Public Comment Period

Dawn Smith stated that the organization “Helping Hands” would like to help the community by offering to re-paint the fire hydrants. She said that she has let the Fire Chief, Shawn Burdick, know. 

Mayor Evans stated that the Board has received a Peddler’s Permit Application from Mr. Ding-A-Ling, and that he is just awaiting a background check. Rather than keep him waiting until next month, Mayor Evans thought that the Board could act on it tonight. 

A motion to approve the Peddler’s Permit Application received from Brian Collis of Mr. Ding-A-Ling contingent upon completing a successful background check was made by Mayor Evans and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

Trustee Ellis stated that he attended a conference/webinar today with Good Energy and 12 other communities regarding Community Choice Aggregation. This program is expected to affect around 40,000 households. There will be 12, 24 or 36 month contracts. He said that there is also an option for a program where customers can opt in or out of green renewable energy. These programs will cost slightly more but gives the option to go green. 

Mayor Evans stated that the Village solar project work is slowly progressing across from the end of Sunset Boulevard. The solar company is completing land preparation at the site. Central Hudson still has to upgrade the electric substation before the project can be completed. 

No further public comments were offered.

A motion to adjourn the Board meeting was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:35 p.m.
