A Public Protection Classification report was received from the Insurance Service Office designating the Village of Coxsackie with a rating of 05/5X.

A letter was received from Greene County Department of Human Services regarding the Annual Senior Day on May 17th from 12 p.m.-4 p.m. at the Catskill Point. 

An Assessment Notification was received from the Town of Coxsackie for the Water Plant, increasing the assessed value from $279,261 to $3,279,000.

A letter was sent to the Department of Health for certification of the Village’s Annual Drinking Water Quality Report. 

Liaisons & Board Reports
Trustee Ringwald reported that the Department of Public Works has been busy with maintaining the parks and playgrounds. The ballfield dugouts were trimmed out and painted, and the baseball field has been dragged and edged and is ready for baseball season. The playground is getting a new sidewalk, and mowing season has begun as well as weed eating chores. Also, the crew has been busy picking up brush and leaves as residents are doing their spring cleanup. Trustee Ringwald stated that the men have straightened up the Cato Street brush pile, and cleaned out brush and leaves between the Village Building and Rescue Squad. They cleaned out storm drains on Van Dyck Street and catch basins around the village. The men also put up Farmers’ Market banners around the village. The first Farmers’ Market is this Wednesday 5/15 from 4:00-7:00 p.m. at Riverside Park. They installed landscape ties at McQuade Park playground and added two bags of rubber chips that they spread. They also repaired the sewage ejection pump at the McQuade Park bathrooms. The men put the docks in the river, and swept the skate park with the bobcat broom. They did some maintenance on the trucks, and turned the water on at the little league field. Trustee Ringwald reported that the men worked on two water breaks this month, one at 74 Mansion Street, and one at 104 Ely Street. 

Trustee Daoust reported that preventative maintenance is complete and up to date for both the Water and Wastewater Department. He stated that the Water Department has completed hydrant flushing for this year. 

Trustee Ellis reported that the Fire Department is expected to receive the new ETA 52 truck in mid-June. The Fire Department is holding a Golf Tournament on June 23rd. The Fire Chief is working on updating all vehicle mileage for the fuel system, and he reported that the current Chief’s vehicle has mileage of 92,100. 4 members have completed the interior firefighter operation course, and 10 members just started the basic exterior firefighting operation course. Trustee Ellis reported that there is 1 new member in the Fire Police. 

Trustee Ringwald reported that the Police Department had Drug Take Back Day in April and it was a huge success. They took in 46 lbs. of pharmaceuticals in addition to what they had accumulated over the course of the last 6 months. In total they had taken in well over 100 lbs. of drugs which Sgt. Petrillo dropped off to the drug repository in Columbia County. The Police Chief approached the Board regarding the parking issues at the rear of the Village Building adjoining McQuade Park. Since the removal of the fencing they no longer can enforce parking restrictions due to lack of signage. The “No Parking” signs were affixed to the fencing which is now gone. The park tends to draw large crowds during events and on a couple of instances the alternate fire lane was blocked by vehicles. The Police Chief had a meeting with Greg Sager of the Greene County District Attorney’s Office regarding the implementation of drug mapping pursuant to any overdoses within our jurisdiction. This is a statewide incentive which will be ultimately implemented statewide for the purposes of determining locations for referral and treatment locations. Trustee Ringwald reported that the Police are in the early phase of modeling our juvenile/adult interview room. 

Trustee Hanse reported that both the Planning Board and Code Enforcement has been quiet, with no unusual activity in the Code Enforcement, just the issuance of building permits. 

Mayor Evans reported that on Saturday, May 18th at 11:00 a.m. will be a groundbreaking ceremony for the Wastewater Treatment Plant, followed by a ribbon cutting and dedication for the McQuade Park playground at 12:00 p.m. Refreshments will be served.

Public Comment Period

Mayor Evans thanked Brock Juusola of Delaware Engineering for coming to the Board Meeting. He said as the public may be aware, the Board approved the awarding of bids for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade Project this evening. Mayor Evans asked Mr. Juusola what the next steps are for the project. 

Brock Juusola, of Delaware Engineering, stated that the contracts need to be signed with the contractors, and in mid-June the sanitary system improvements may begin, with the treatment plant work to follow starting in early July. 

Mayor Evans stated that we will send a letter to residents that may be affected before the work begins downtown. Mayor Evans asked when the projected completion dates are for the projects. 

Brock Juusola stated that the sanitary system improvements should be completed by the end of this year. The Wastewater Treatment Plant should be completed by the end of 2020. 

Mayor Evans stated that the goal of this upgrade is to get out from under the sewer moratorium. He asked if the new plant needs to be running for a certain number of months before the Village can make a request to DEC. 

Brock Juusola stated that as soon as the work is completed, Delaware Engineering will certify that the obligations of the order have been fulfilled, and the Village should be able to make a request to DEC at that time. 

Mark Flach, resident of 334 Kings Road, stated that he is at tonight’s meeting to congratulate the Village Board on moving forward with the Village’s solar project. He thinks that this is great for the community and would like to show his support. 

Mayor Evans thanked Mr. Flach for his support. He stated that there have been some incidents with residents and local establishments treating the workers of the solar project unkindly. He is not happy to hear about this. The solar project took a terrible piece of property and is turning it into something good for the village. He hopes that people will be happy when the project is completed and there is landscaping done. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Trustee Ellis stated that residents may have noticed that the Owl Project Fund was listed in this month’s bills to approve the amount of $55.00. This money was to purchase raffle tickets in order to raffle off 1 owl. The Owl Committee is taking a year off from doing a full event, and instead doing a raffle for someone to be able to take home 1 owl. Trustee Ellis also announced that everyone should know about the school vote for $300,000 state aid. This is for a 15-year energy savings project. 

Trustee Hanse stated that the Cemetery Committee’s Murder Mystery event this past weekend went well. 

Trustee Ellis stated that the graves in the cemetery have been cleaned as well, and it looks much improved. 

No further public comments were offered.

A motion to adjourn the Board meeting was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:30 p.m.
