VILLAGE OF COXSACKIE
BOARD MINUTES
April 10, 2017


Mayor Evans called the Board Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Trustee Stephen Hanse, Trustee Joseph Ellis and Trustee Dianne Ringwald. Trustee Donald Daoust was absent. 

A motion to approve the minutes from the March 9, 2017 Workshop Meeting and dispense with reading of the same was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve the minutes from the March 13, 2017 Board Meeting and dispense with reading of the same was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve the minutes from the March 27, 2107 Budget Work Session and dispense with reading of the same was made by Trustee Ellis and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Mayor Evans voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. Trustee Hanse abstained. The motion carried.

Correspondence Received

An updated management series “Streets, sidewalks & everything in between” was received from NYCOM.

A 2016 Report to the Community was received from Central Hudson.

A letter was received from Absolute Fire Protection regarding water system work at Serta. Serta has constructed a 110,000 gallon storage tank and the re-routing of pipes will take virtually all stress off the water system that has occurred during fires and fire flow testing causing breaks in the water lines in the Diederich Park area. They have requested the tie in fees be waived. 

A request was received from YMCA for approval and assistance for the annual 5K run/walk on June 10th at 9 a.m., starting from the High School.

A request was received from Greene County Emergency Services for cleanup numbers for the most recent Blizzard as there may be monies available for reimbursement. 

A request was received from Mark & Jennifer Favicchio for hook-up into the sewer system.

A letter was received from US Environmental Protection Agency regarding administrative compliance order for the wastewater plant for the bi-annual inspection of the plant conducted on October 19, 2016 and the need to update the operations and maintenance plan.

Correspondence Sent

A letter was sent to Greene County requesting annual clean-up day for June 3, 2017.

Liaisons & Board Reports

Trustee Ringwald reported that the Public Works Department has been busy with cleaning up streets. On March 14th they were busy with plowing over two feet of snow during the biggest snow storm of the season. They were out plowing for 16 hours. They also trucked out dirt from Cato Street to the Martinez land fill, and the Town helped them with the snow removal in West Coxsackie by providing one dump truck and a pay loader. They repaired the street sign at Pantaleo Place, and helped the water plant clean out the lagoon. The men installed new plow blades on trucks, and replaced four bobcat tires as the old ones had no tread. They also unplugged the floor drain in their garage. They pulled the drain plug at the skate park, put up basketball backboards, and turned water on at the parks and replaced the fill hose on the toilet in the men’s bathroom. The men replaced a fire hydrant at the corner of Lafayette Avenue and Wayne Drive, and replaced a curb box at 42 Terry Lane. Trustee Ringwald reported that the Police Chief is actively canvassing for two new hires for the department. One potential new hire is Frank Harris. Mr. Harris is a hire that will be exempt from current civil service requirements of having to come off of an approved list, and he does have a NYS police certification. Trustee Ringwald stated that Officer Mirando recently completed a presentation on identity theft with the Republican club which was very informative and well received. The Police Chief has ordered booklets to hand out which provides ways to better manage yourself in minimizing your exposure to identity theft which the Police are planning on handing out to village residents. Trustee Ringwald stated that Sgt. Petrillo has been keeping up on the patrol car factory recalls and they have since completed the last factory recall this past week. Trustee Ringwald stated that the Police Department will be replacing Tasers. She said that Sgt. Arp has completed his evidence technician training and received his certification. He has discussed implementing some changes in the manner in which they currently handle evidence and he is putting together a new procedure which they will be implementing in the near future. Trustee Ringwald stated that Sergeant Petrillo will now be managing the drug drop off box. She said that Homeland Security has introduced an active shooter training session at Oriskany, NY. Sgt. Arp has one candidate for training and that would make the entire department certified in active shooter response. 

Trustee Ellis reported the Fire Department has had a fairly quiet month. The department elections were held and the following officers were appointed: Sal Salluce as Captain of Coxsackie Hose 3, Victor Cespedes as Captain of D.M. Hamilton, Wes Lackie as 1st Lieutenant of Coxsackie Hose 3, Jason Warren as 1st Lieutenant of D.M. Hamilton, Richard Mirando as 2nd Lieutenant of Coxsackie Hose 3 and Donald Quinlivan as 2nd Lieutenant of D.M. Hamilton. He stated that D.M. Hamilton will be hiring a company to take care of their meeting room floor every month and performing annual buffing of the floor once a year. 

Trustee Hanse reported that the Building Inspector has issued 5 building permits this month for various projects. Trustee Hanse stated that the Planning Board has presented drafts of the recommended amendments to Chapters 106-Property Maintenance, 78-Junk Storage and 82-Littering, to the Village Board for review and ultimately adoption at the next Board Meeting. He said that the Historic Commission didn’t meet in March since they had no new projects brought before them. They will meet in April, assuming that Aaron Flach has his application in for the exterior improvement on the McQuade property on Ely Street. He stated that Ed Ross, owner of 40 Bailey Street, sent the Planning Board sketch drawings of the façade, layout and signage for the property. Site plan review is also needed because of the vacancy of greater than one year after previous industrial use of the property, and because Ed is also proposing new uses for the property, even though those new uses are permitted under current Zoning Law under Industrial District. He stated that the Planning Board welcomed Rodney Levine as a new full member at the meeting and provided him with materials needed for his help in their review of the Village Code. Rodney was appointed by the Village Board at the March 9th Board Meeting. He stated that Aaron Flach’s project at the old True Value building is moving along with demolition to begin shortly. Trustee Hanse stated that the Planning Board’s next meeting is scheduled for April 20, 2017, assuming the 40 Bailey Street or another new project is brought before the Board. Otherwise, they will re-convene in May to continue their Code review and/or updating of forms for Site Plans and Sub-Divisions. 

Motions & Resolutions

A motion to approve the request received from Absolute Fire Protection for tie in fees to be waived for their water storage upgrade was made by Trustee Ellis and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve the request received from the YMCA for police assistance for the annual 5K run/walk on June 10th at 9 a.m., starting from the High School was made by Trustee Ellis and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve the request received from Coxsackie-Athens Ecumenical Clergy Council Association requesting approval and P.D. assistance for a Crop Walk on Sunday May 7th from 2 p.m.-5 p.m. was made by Trustee Ellis and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve the request received from D.M. Hamilton for regular monthly meeting room floor upkeep by a local company for $50/month and then annual buffing which would be approximately $900 was made by Trustee Ellis and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve Chief Mento to purchase two new department Tasers from Taser International for a quote of $2,372.66 was made by Trustee Ellis and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve the request received from Ari & Elizabeth Ilan of 62 Ely Street regarding credit to their water/sewer account for water not entering the sewer system, and the request for a separate meter for their irrigation system was made by Trustee Ellis and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to deny the request received from Tasara Maxwell of 60 Van Dyck Street to remove late fees of $ 45.05 from her water/sewer account due to the fact that she inadvertently forgot to pay her bill was made by Trustee Ellis and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

A motion to approve water/sewer adjustments from March 1-31, 2017 was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve the bills on General Fund Abstract #11, vouchers 639-696 totaling $ 73,818.40; Water Fund Abstract #11, vouchers 320-353 totaling $ 79,577.40; Sewer Fund Abstract #11, vouchers 306-337 totaling $ 39,757.18; Trust & Agency Fund Abstract #11, voucher 8  totaling $ 294.20 was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Ellis. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ellis voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.
