BOARD MINUTES
February 11, 2019

Public Comment Period

Kim Bender thanked the Village Board for allowing her and Eileen Goble to attend the annual Farmers’ Market conference. She then submitted a letter to the Board stating that she wants to make sure that she is within her rights as a business owner at 7 Mansion Street to have a DJ playing music between the hours of 5-9 p.m. on Friday and/or Saturdays. Her plan is to have teen dance nights on Fridays and adult dance nights on Saturdays. She is in a mixed commercial and residential area, so she wants to make sure everything is done properly. She has spoken to multiple neighbors and has had a positive response to the possible dance nights. 

Trustee Hanse asked where the property is located, and what is it currently used for. 

Kim Bender stated that it is 7 Mansion Street where the old Downtown Bistro was located. She said that it is currently used as a rentable event space, but hopes to have dances and things for kids in the area to do.
