Correspondence Received

A letter was received from the DEC regarding lead agency coordination for an expansion at the Greene Correctional Facility. 

A notice of submission of application was received from Hecate Energy regarding their solar project.

A letter was received from Young/Sommer LLC, attorneys for Champlain Hudson Power Express, Inc., referencing submission of application to the PSC for a certificate of public need for the line that is planned to run under the railroad tracks. 

A notice of submission to the PSC for the Village of Coxsackie for a Notice of Intent to be a Party in the Article 10 Proceeding was received from Hecate Energy. 

Liaisons & Board Reports

A motion to approve the request received from Pat Maxwell of the Christmas by the River Planning Committee to expend up to $500 of their funds to host a planning/gathering event with local business owners was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Daoust. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve the request received from Donna Gianola, Owl Committee Chairperson, to prepay $50 checks to each artist totaling $2,050.00 was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Daoust. A motion to approve the request received from the Capital District Bicycle Racing Club asking permission and assistance in holding the annual Brinkerhoff Memorial Races on Saturday, April 7th and 14th was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Daoust. 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A motion to approve water/sewer adjustments from December 1-31, 2019 was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Daoust. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve the bills on General Fund Abstract #8, vouchers 522-598 totaling $163,505.00; Water Fund Abstract #8, vouchers 201-238 totaling $ 140,964.73; Sewer Fund Abstract #8, vouchers 185-213 totaling $ 43,490.70; Capital Projects Fund Abstract #8, vouchers 7-8 totaling $ 1,016,530.61; Adopt A Grave Fund Abstract #8, voucher 10 totaling $ 12,700.00; Owl Project Fund Abstract #8, vouchers 8-9 totaling $ 9,104.53; Trust $ Agency Fund Abstract #8, voucher 5 totaling $ 312.98 was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Daoust. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.

Public Comment Period

Patricia Maxwell asked what the Adopt A Grave voucher in the amount of $ 12,700.00 was for. 

Mayor Evans stated that this was for the cemetery fence restoration. 

Brian Goble stated that he tried to sign up for Code Red on the Village website, but that the link was not working. 

Village Clerk, Nikki Bereznak, stated that the link on the website has since been fixed. 

Mayor Evans stated that the Code Red system works well to notify residents when there are water breaks etc. 

Eileen Goble, Farmer’s Market Chairperson, reported that the 2019 Farmer’s Market season went well. Vendors reported higher sales than previous years. The 4th of July event was extremely successful, but it was found out that in the future they may need more Village support for infrastructure. They are looking to have some new vendors and volunteers for the 2020 Farmer’s Market season. She said that being able to utilize the Village owned building at 14 South River Street for temporary storage worked out great. Having internet in the park was a huge help as well. This allowed vendors to be able to run credit cards, which they were unable to do in the past. She said that she is also looking into the SNAP program for 2020, which will also require internet use. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Evans stated that he had a phone conference with the NYS Parks & Recreation Department where they discussed downtown revitalization and the recently received Local Waterfront Revitalization grant. They talked about how the Village is looking to build permanent bathrooms in the 14 South River Street building and is looking into the possibility of building a pavilion. Mayor Evans told them that we have a successful Farmer’s Market down in the park from spring to fall, which draws a nice crowd. He said that representatives from the Parks & Rec Dept. will be coming down to meet with him to see about potential funding opportunities. Mayor Evans thanked Eileen Goble for her hard work with the Farmer’s Market. 

No further public comments were offered.

A motion to adjourn the Board meeting was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried.
