VILLAGE OF COXSACKIE
BOARD MINUTES
August 10, 2020


Mayor Mark Evans called the Board Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Trustee Donald Daoust, Trustee Stephen Hanse and Trustee Dianne Ringwald. 

Mayor Evans led a moment of silence in honor of past Trustee Joseph Ellis’s passing. 

A motion to approve the minutes from the July 13, 2020 Board Meeting was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Mayor Evans voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. Trustee Daoust abstained. The motion carried. 

Correspondence Received

A letter was received from Hudson Valley Building & Construction Trades Council regarding the replacement of the Danskammer Generating Facility located in Orange County, asking the Village to contact them for information first if the Village is asked to take a position on it. 

A letter was received from Brad Schwebler questioning having the yard sale day and expressing his displeasure over the traffic. 

Liaisons & Board Reports

Mayor Evans stated that the Village Board will dispense with the reading of the monthly department head reports, but that all monthly reports are on file with the Village Clerk.

Motions & Resolutions

A motion to approve the request received from Trany Taub of 12 Elm Street for a 6-month payment plan to pay off a past due water/sewer account balance of $882.15 without incurring additional penalties, with the understanding that they stay current on all future billings was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve a 5-year contract with Sendtek Mailing Solutions, Model Version A7 postage machine at a monthly cost of $177.57 was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve a renewal for accountant review services with UHY, LLP Accountants with an annual fee of $12,500.00 was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve the following elected Fire Department Officers: Hose 3 Captain Bill Mirando, D.M. Hamilton Captain Dominic Yannazzone, Hose 3 Lieutenant Eric Hotaling, Hose 3 Lieutenant Mark Evans and D.M. Hamilton Lieutenant TJ Moore was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. Mayor Evans abstained. The motion carried. 

Trustee Hanse asked the other Board members if they have had a chance to review the Solar Power Purchase Agreement document that is on the agenda to be approved. The other Board members responded that they have reviewed the document. Trustee Hanse asked the other Board members if they could give an overview of what was worded in the document. He said that he feels that given the very short notice, and the inability to thoughtfully review the new document and it’s full ramifications which bind the Village and it’s residents well into the future, he would recommend that the matter not be voted on tonight. He stated that it is not in the best interest of the public to do so. 



Mayor Evans stated that it is inappropriate to ask the other Board members to summarize a large legal document. It has been 3 ½ years since the project has begun. The agreement has been worked on and reviewed by counsel on behalf of the Village’s best interest, and he is tired on delaying the project any further. 

A motion to approve Amendment No. 3 of the Power Purchase Solar Services Agreement with Village of Coxsackie Municipal Solar Project One, LLC was made by Mayor Evans and seconded by Trustee Daoust. Mayor Evans voted yes. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted no. The motion carried. 

A motion to approve the following appropriation changes was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Ringwald. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 
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A motion to approve the bill on General Fund Abstract #3, vouchers 105-205 totaling $85,141.77; Water Fund Abstract #3, vouchers 33-66 totaling $ 39,798.23; Sewer Fund Abstract #3, vouchers 35-64 totaling $ 21,213.24; Capital Projects Fund Abstract #3, vouchers 8-12 totaling $ 1,363,983.47; Trust & Agency Fund Abstract #3, vouchers 7-8 totaling $ 329.74 was made by Trustee Ringwald and seconded by Trustee Daoust. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

Public Comment Period 

Patricia Maxwell stated that Betty June Cure has resigned from the Historic Committee. She said that Nancy Harm may be interested in serving on the committee. 

Joseph Berlin, of 80 Ely Street, stated that the water system in that area is poorly engineered. There have been multiple breaks over the years that have been cheaply repaired. The Village has lost thousands of gallons over the years, and there should be a fire hydrant in the area as well. He asked if there could be a permanent fix with a larger water line run, instead of continuing to make small repairs every time there is an issue. 

Mayor Evans stated that technically that water line lies in the Town of Coxsackie, so it is their responsibility. Joseph Failla, who also lives on Ely Street, once stated that the Village took over ownership of the private water line that feeds three houses. However, there is no proof or documentation showing this. The Town needs to develop a long-term plan to resolve this issue. 

Joseph Berlin stated that Ely Street has low water pressure as well. 

Mayor Evans stated that he will get in touch with the Town of Coxsackie regarding this issue. 

No further public comments were offered.

A motion to adjourn the Board meeting was made by Trustee Daoust and seconded by Trustee Hanse. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Ringwald voted yes. The motion carried. 

The meeting was adjourned at 7:35 p.m.
