BOARD MINUTES
July 12, 2021


Mayor Mark Evans called the Board Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Trustee Donald Daoust, Trustee Stephen Hanse, Trustee Katlyn Irwin and Trustee Rebecca Vermilyea.

Correspondence Received

A letter was received from Greene County regarding youth awards. Village resident and D.M. Hamilton Fire Member, Paige Swartout, is the 2021 Youth of the Year.  

Liaisons & Board Reports

Mayor Evans stated that the Village Board will dispense with the reading of the monthly department head reports, but that all monthly reports are on file with the Village Clerk.

Mayor Evans stated that the village experienced a microburst of winds up to 100 mph on Wednesday. He said that he estimates that around 100 trees came down, as well as power lines, causing extensive damage around the village. There also was a couple of cars that were flattened by falling trees. There was no warning that this storm was going to be as bad as it was. Travel was virtually impossible at the time of the storm. We are thankful that surrounding towns and villages came to our aid, as well as Central Hudson and Greene County. Police, Fire and EMS were all hands-on deck during and after the storm as well. Superintendent of Public Works, Scott Martell, did a phenomenal job handling the aftermath of the storm. Mayor Evans stated that the Village highly utilized the CodeRed Alert System to alert residents about updates, which was beneficial. Central Hudson sent trucks to assist us all of the way from Quebec, Canada. The majority of power was restored to the residents by Thursday evening. We were lucky that there were no injuries reported due to the storm. Unfortunately, rain came Friday evening which flooded the viaduct and caused a landslide on South River Street. Cleanup is still continuing. Mayor Evans stated that he is impressed with how the community came together to help one another. 

Trustee Hanse stated that he was happy to see neighbors helping neighbors following the storm. There was a sense of strong community involvement. He stated that he would like to see a potential tree planting program instituted, after losing so many trees around the village in the storm. He also acknowledged the three Police Officer applicants who were present at the meeting, and stated that he is happy to see that they are willing to work and be involved with our community. 

Trustee Daoust thanked all of the department heads that pulled together during and after the storm. 

Trustee Vermilyea stated that she was very impressed with Superintendent of Public Works, Scott Martell, for how he handled the storm aftermath. 

Mayor Evans stated that the Fire Department also did a great job handling pump out requests.
