Public Comment Period 

Eileen Goble gave an update on how this year’s Farmers’ Market went. This was the 10th year for the market. She said that it was another great year. Between 600-700 people attended on some nights. Unfortunately, this year they experienced a lot of stormy weather, but the vendors still had one of the best years financially. Even on rainy Wednesdays there was still attendance. 

The Board thanked Eileen Goble for again doing a great job with the Farmers’ Market this year. 

Trustee Hanse asked how many vendors were set up each week at the Farmers’ Market.

Eileen Goble stated that on their highest day there was a total of 33 vendors, but it would average between 20-25 each week. The hardest challenge the market would face was to retain food truck vendors. 

Trustee Daoust stated that he appreciates how the Farmers’ Market was managed during the ever-changing Covid-19 procedures. 

Mayor Evans stated that the Riverside Park should be open by Memorial Day per New York State. 

Eileen Goble gave an update on how this year’s Owl Gala went. She said that the gala was very successful and that the Owl Committee has around $40,000.00 in their account. $17,000.00 is to be divided amongst 7 local charities. They are also setting aside money to install an owl cupola on the gazebo in Riverside Park. She said that the Owl Committee needs more volunteers. Their plan is to skip a year and continue with the owls in 2023. They need to focus on rebuilding the committee. For Halloween this year, they used the existing owl stands to place Jack O’ Lanterns around the village. It was very well received. 

Veronica Foley, of 56 Ely Street, asked how items get on the agenda for the Board Meetings. 

Mayor Evans stated that every month on the Thursday before the scheduled Board Meeting there is a Workshop Meeting at 6:00 p.m. There, items are discussed, and based on the discussion the Board agrees to put items on the agenda to act on at the Board Meeting. The Workshop Meeting is also open to the public. 

Veronica Foley asked if there are any American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) fund updates planned for the future. 

Mayor Evans stated that ARPA fund updates will likely continue to be discussed at Workshop Meetings. The Board needs to urgently act on the Greene County funds that will be received because of County’s timeframe. However, the regular ARPA funds do not need to be decided on for a couple of years. So, there is plenty of time to act on that. 

Trustee Hanse stated that Public Hearings will likely be scheduled to discuss ARPA fund updates as development occurs. 

Veronica Foley asked how a resident could request to be put on the Board Meeting agenda. 

Mayor Evans stated that a residents can always approach a Board Member or contact the Clerk’s Office. 

Veronica Foley stated that she is interested in possible plans to replace a portion of the water line on Ely Street being she is a resident on that street. 

No further public comments were offered.

A motion to adjourn the Board meeting was made by Trustee Hanse and seconded by Trustee Vermilyea. Trustee Daoust voted yes. Trustee Hanse voted yes. Trustee Irwin voted yes. Trustee Vermilyea voted yes. The motion carried.
